SITTING - CHAIRS

Gods: on seats with Sanskrit names

Humans: sitting on the floor on mat; on bale on mat

Pillow for royalty & priests

Sedan chair for transport of gods or high caste people

Stool, dedampar, when weaving, food preparing

Chairs, furniture European style made since first half 17th cy in Batavia
Chairs for royalty, often gifts from Europeans, early 19th cy

Chair often combined with small table, to rest one’s arm on

Dutch civil servants had fysical problems sitting on the floor

From 1837 data export of small numbers of furniture from Java to Bali (cabinets,
boxes?

Chairs & furniture in Bali and Lombok in 1840s made by Chinese carpenters; also
bought at auctions from Dutch leaving country; also import from Singapore (Mads
Lange, King) & Java, “colonial furniture”

Late 20th cy: production in Bali for export, “Chippendale chairs” , “colonial
furniture’” to Europe and Asia

Introduced in Europe in 1895

Introduced in Java, Sumatra around 1900, to be used in

Glass Bottle popular in Bali as sprinkler of arak and
brem in rituals (tabuhan)

New: plastic Maggi bottles made of reject plastics,
produced in Java and sold in Bali

Important: the plastic bottles should have the
“correct” label, improving the taste
